6.  What role did religion play in Tennessee between the end of the Civil War and the start of the Second World War?

7.  What did Austin Peay accomplish, and how?

8.  What was the role of Ed Crump in Tennessee politics between 1910 and 1954?

9.  What was the importance of the New Deal to Tennessee in the short and long term?

10.  Describe the political career of Frank Clement.

11.  How were Tennessee’s schools and other public places desegregated in the 1950s and 1960s?

12.  How did the social and political position of blacks change in Tennessee between 1860 and 1970?

13.  Describe the development of the office of governor in Tennessee (including its relationship with the legislature) from 1860 to 2002.

14.  Who was the most influential figure in Tennessee history or the most influential Tennessean in American history?  Why?
